Stained Glass

Window Installation:

The first of the new bays of stained-glass
windows was installed Friday, July 10. It is
beautiful! The Nativity window depicts the
birth of Jesus, “Immanuel, God with us.” As
with the other bays, the center panel is an his-
toric window, with the two additional panels on
each side expanding the scene it depicts. Butler
-Vargo in Indianapolis is working to complete
the other windows. We will schedule a dedica-
tion when all are completed.

About the Main Altar Candles:

At the beginning of each service, the acolyte lights 7 candles on the left side of the altar, and
when there is Communion, two on the right. What is the significance?

Candles themselves have long been used as a symbol of Jesus, the Light of the World. The fact
that they consume wax/oil reminds us of how He was willing to be entirely spent to bring us from
darkness to the kingdom of light. We light them from top to bottom to signify how this light comes

to us from His cross.

The seven candles rest on the “Old Testament” stone on the left side of the altar and remind us of
the 7 days God created the world and then rested from His labors. The two candles on the right are
lit to remind us of how Christ comes personally to us in the Lord’s Supper in His body and blood.
